1/Number of refugees.?The nuiriber of refugees registered with the Pefugee Re­
l i e f Committee of the Kehillah in'Vilno amounted on the 10th March to 10161 
persons. —_—r-> 

2/Siseases among refugees.-According to a report of the association "Tozw, "' 
3J387 refugees got medical assistance during the month of February; among 
them 3086 men,768 women and 33 children. 

8/Ey-; juation of refugees.-During the l a s t months,some more refugees were l e a ­
ving'Vilno for various provincial locali t ies.Together with those who l e f t in 
the previous months,the number of evacuated refugees amounts to 308 persons, 
tha t l e f t individually,ab.1000 yeshivah-students and a certain number of cha-s 
lucim. 

In the nearest future,ab.570 more yeshivah-students and some groups of I 
chalucim; together with those that l e f t already,the number of evacuated chalih 
cirn will amount to 600.

7/Conference of a l l the Refugee Relief Organizations.-The refugee-relief p 8 j : | 
vity i s carried/Klong many l ines ; with the help of several ins t i tu t ions and 
organizations.There -were many problems,either connected, with the work of one 
of the organizations or with the work of several of them,which had to be d i s ­
cussed together. 

In order to discuss and to solve these problems,to l imit the ac t iv i t i es - ! 
f ie lds of part icular ins t i tu t ions and to co-ordinate the i r work,we summoned 
a conference of representatives of following organizations: Refugee Relief 
Committee,Vilno; "Ezro" Committee,Kaunas; "Bias",Vilno?, "Mas" ,Kaunas; "Oze >• 
Toz",Vilno; "Oze",Kaunas. The conference took place in Kaunas,on the 9th Marchi

9/Legalization of the Kaunas Refugee Relief Committee.-The f i r s t effect on 
the work of the "Ezro" Refugee Committee in Kaunas of the Refugee Law of Ja­
nuary 20th,centralizing a l l refugee re l ief work in the hands of the Lithuanr 
Red Cross,was to bring about practically a complete suspension of the fund-j 
rais ing act iv i ty of the former.In the f i r s t place,the Jewish communities in V 
Lithuania f la t ly refused to contribute to refugee re l ie f through the Fed CroW 
because they had no assurance that th is money would be used for the re l ie f of,' 
Jewish refugees only.Secondly,the future legal s tatus of the "Ezro" Refugee 
Committee was not clear and i t s members therefore refused to take rosponsa-
b i l i t y for further ac t iv i t i e s of any public character. 

Despite continueing efforts which were initiated, on January 22d,it has , 
thusfar been impossible to obtain any clar i f icat ion o£ the legal position of 
the Kaunas Refugee Committee.Although they are permitted to conduct the ac- { 
tual work of d is t r ibut ing re l ief for refugees,they do so as a sub-committee 
of the Lithuanian Red uross and have no off ic ia l standing as a Jewish commu-dj" 
nal welfare agency.The f i r s t suggestion made to the Lithuanian Red Cross pro.4 
video for the organization of a Lithuanian Jewish society for the re l ie f oiaJij 
refugees and war-sufferers,with membership open to anyone making annual cori-f;|||j 
t r ibution and with a board of directors elected at an annual membership meea|] 
t ing and thereafter responsible for raising funds,employing staff and c a r r y i | 
ing out the work of the soc ie ty . l t was contemplated that off icial ly th is so4|;! 

ciety could be viered as a sub-committee of the Lithuanian Red Cross and wo-
be responsible to i t for i t s methods of work and for an accounting of i t s f 
funds.This proposal,w&ch would have satisfied, both the requirements of the % 
Jewish communal organization and the provision of the Refugee Law,was at fir!; 
fav urably received by the Government.Subsequently however,it was rejected m 
on the grounds that the recognition of such a society would require the Go­
vernment to accept a similar proposal coming from the Polish group*.This thQjL 
refused to do for fear of the possible po l i t i ca l ac t iv i ty of such an org-ni-j ' : 
zation.Despite oi.r suggestion that the difficulty might be avoided by recog-j ! 
nizing a society for the re l ie f of Jewish refugees and a society for the re i l i 
l i e f of Christian refugees / i n which Lithuanians and not Poles would predomi* 
nate / , ' i t Ihaft been impcsilfcfeto obtain the Governments approval for the proposa^. 

A revised proposal for a lay committee in Vilno and a similar committed 
in Kaunas was accepted in principle by the Government.The Vilno Committee has 
in fact been recognized and exists as an organ of the Kehillah,but since the 
possibi l i ty of a fund-raising campaign in Vilno is s t i l l remote,the prac t i ­
cal consequences of th i s recognition have thuafar been negligible.The com­
mittee i s off ic ia l ly both an organ of the Kehillah and a sub-committee of th 
Vilno branch of the Lithuanian Red Cross. 

In Kaunas,however,though a similar arrangement has been agreed to J>y 
Government, the de ta i l s of arranging actual recognition and. having the Commit^ 
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begin to ra ise funds are s t i l l (Sagging on.Just what the d i f f icul ty i s i t i s 
hard to say,since repeated assurances are received, that the matter will be di 
posed of in the next few days,as soon as various legal formalities have been j 
complied with.In a l l probability one of the chief d i f f i cu l t i e s i s that the Red. i 
Cross of f ic ia l s , in whose hands the matter res ts have l i t t l e understanding of j |f | 
the nature of communal ac t iv i t i e s and. of the importance of a lay committee for a* J 
fund raising purposes.Consequently,with the exception of the provincial towns m 
where a number of local refugee committees are operating unofficial ly, there | 
has been no fund rais ing for refugee re l i e f in Lithuania during the entire monUJ 
of February and March.It i s hoped,however,that the matter will"soon be disposed' 
of and the fund raising act ivi ty of the Kaunas Refugee °ommittee can be resumed^} 
Thereafter similar recognition will be sought for the provincial refugee commi­
t t e e s . I t is expected that a measure of central planning for refugee work in Iii-"' 
thuania can be achieved by an informal coordinating Committee; of representati.-' 
ves of the Vilno,Kaunas and or vincial committees. 

10/Fuel-ifafrifegtiVm. -The dis t r ibut ion of wood to the poor Jewish population in Vĵ l-
no and in the d i s t r i c t of Vilno is finished,In Vilno,52a5 families received 
wood,in the d i s t r i c t - 960 families.
